If done full time, the program would take about 1.5 years, but the vast majority of
SoPA graduate students complete programs on a part-time basis.

May be a good partnership with the Law School’s Sports Law program whose
students are already expressing interest in sport administration.

Expected enrollment is 15-20 students in the first year.

This is a completely online program, SoPA uses a rigorous system to work up
their courses.

Will largely be taught by adjuncts, many of whom are staff on campus.
